TAKE-HOME CHROMEBOOK AGREEMENT
 
This form must be completed and returned to OCS in order to receive an OCS Chromebook. 

Introduction: Technology is vital for student learning. OCS utilizes Chromebooks to support academic work for school and home use. OCS has an online learning environment (such as Google and other resources) through which students will access their grades, assignments, activities, resources and various textbooks that are necessary to complete their school work. We recognize that in addition to the benefits of technology access, there are challenges and encourage parents to be involved in setting expectations for how technology is used at home. It is expected that students will have Chromebooks with them and charged during the school day, and they can take their Chromebooks home to complete assignments.

Chromebook Options for 2025-2026: 
· Through a federal program (Emergency Assistance for Non-Public Schools) geared specifically to non-public schools, OCS is able to provide all students in grades 3-12 a Chromebook to use during the upcoming school year.  Chromebooks will be provided to families at no additional cost this year.  All students participating in the Chromebook Take-Home Program are responsible for their assigned device and charging cord throughout the school year.  Repairs, including replacement, will be the responsibility of the students/parents as outlined in this agreement.   

Families who utilize an OCS Chromebook agree to the following:

Damage Costs:  Damage to an OCS Chromebook and/or its accessories, cosmetic damage, or damages caused by intentional or unintentional misuse and abuse will be the sole responsibility of the parent.  OCS will bill the parent for any necessary repair to return the OCS Chromebook to its original working condition.  If it is determined that the Chromebook cannot be repaired, the parents will be responsible for the full replacement cost.  Damage will be assessed by the OCS Technology Team to determine how the repairs will be completed. If the Chromebook is damaged due to an act of nature, OCS will assess the Chromebook damage and repair or replace the device.  Students must never attempt to tamper with, physically disassemble or service their Chromebooks.  All issues must be reported to the OCS Technology Team immediately. Students will not be eligible for the Take-Home Program until the repair or replacement cost has been paid. 

Loss: In the event of lost or stolen OCS equipment, the student will not be eligible for the Take-Home Program until the replacement cost has been paid. Loss or theft of the property must be reported to OCS by the next school day after the occurrence. Law enforcement must be contacted by the parent to report the theft and a copy of the police report must be submitted to the OCS Central Office. Please make sure to keep the Chromebook in a safe and secure location when it is not at school.

Chromebook Undergoing Repair: A loaner Chromebook may be issued to students when their originally issued Chromebook is sent out for repair.  If repair is needed due to malicious damage, the school may refuse to provide a loaner Chromebook.




Chromebook Care for OCS Devices: 

● Chromebooks should not be loaned to or used by any person, including family members, other than the assigned student. 
● Students are responsible for securing Chromebooks when not in use. 
● OCS label and barcode should not be damaged, removed, or covered.
● Personal stickers are not to be placed on Chromebooks. 
● Chromebooks should NOT be left in the car for extended periods of time. This applies during both hot and cold weather. Aside from temperature concerns, a Chromebook is an easy target for theft. 
● Clean the screen with a soft, dry anti-static cloth or with a screen cleaner designed specifically for LCD type screens only.  Clorox-type wipes cannot be used on Chromebook screens.   


Acceptable Use Policy & Procedures: All OCS policies and procedures will be in effect when school-issued Chromebooks both on and off-campus. School Chromebooks and school accounts may be checked at any time by school staff to assure compliance with the school's policies and procedures. 

Filtering: School networks are filtered for inappropriate content as required by law, but filtering will NOT be present when Chromebooks are taken off-campus. Using or attempting to use sites that bypass the school filtering is against district policies and may result in OCS reclaiming the device from the student or eliminating the use of technology for the student if utilizing a personal device.    

Technology Equipment Financial Agreement 

This agreement must be signed prior to receiving the OCS Chromebook.  All OCS Chromebooks will be returned at the end of the 2025-2026 school year.  If the equipment is not returned or is returned damaged, borrowers will be financially responsible for repairs or replacement.

GENERAL CHROMEBOOK USE AGREEMENT
For all OCS Devices

This form must be completed and returned to OCS in order to receive an 
OCS Chromebook. 

Case for Chromebook: The protective shell of the Chromebook will only provide basic protection from everyday use.  It is not designed to prevent damage from drops or abusive handling.  Students/Parents are required to purchase a case for additional protection for the device.  The case should be briefcase style or messenger-bag style with a carrying handle and/or shoulder strap.  No backpacks, please. A carrying case is required for both OCS issued Chromebooks.  

Software: The technology used at OCS is primarily web-based and installation of some Windows or Mac-based software is not possible on Chromebooks.  Students are advised to be cautious with Chrome Apps and Extensions as many have emerged that interfere with Chrome functionality and/or behave like malware.

GOOGLE FOR EDUCATION and other EDUCATIONAL APPS/Programs: OCS provides access to Google Apps for Education for cloud-based storage. OCS issued emails are created for educational work and a collaborative online workspace. Students will have access to Google Apps and web-based programs on their device for educational purposes that have been authorized by the teacher and/or school. OCS does not allow any third party programs to collect any data it should not be allowed to collect. OCS may be required to use geolocation services to locate an OCS device off-campus. Signing this agreement means that you agree to allow us to find the OCS Chromebook off-campus using geolocation. 

Battery Charging: The Chromebooks come with a charging cable. It is the OCS expectation that Chromebooks are charged nightly at home so that “plugging in” during the school day can be avoided. The student needs to have a fully charged Chromebook each day for school.  In addition, students must keep their screens at a minimum brightness of 70%.

Disciplinary Measures: Inappropriate use of Chromebooks will be dealt with through standard disciplinary practices.  OCS reserves the right to monitor and inspect the device consistent with the policies and procedures outlined in the Student Handbook. 
· Any inspection of graphics, videos, written content, or the like shall be reviewed by OCS administrators. 
· A student’s noncompliance with the expectations outlined herein will result in OCS reclaiming the OCS device from the student; in such a case the offending individual would face disciplinary measures consistent with the policies and procedures outlined in the Student Handbook. 
· Use will be terminated if inappropriate, defamatory, abusive, obscene, profane, or illegal material is found on the school-issued Chromebook.
· Teachers may set additional requirements for Chromebooks and are the decision makers regarding appropriate uses of all technology (ex. headphones) in classes.  Use of the device unrelated to the assigned learning task is not permitted. Usage is a privilege, not a right.
· Students are not allowed to take pictures, live stream, or record video or audio on any platform without prior teacher approval while in the school building.

Internet Access: Students may access the internet only through the OCS wireless network, which provides filtered and monitored internet access.  OCS does not condone the use of other internet connection methods.  The Internet and acceptable use policies are outlined in the student handbook and must be adhered to at all times on all devices.

Equity:  Equity in instruction technology is important.  In circumstances when a personally-owned Chromebook is unavailable due to student error, loss, or damage, the student will be provided with a school-owned device to complete a lesson, project, or other learning activity. 

Personal Health & Safety: Take frequent breaks when using the Chromebook for long periods of time.  Look away from the Chromebook approximately every fifteen minutes.  Do not provide personal information to anyone over the Internet.  Do not share your passwords with anyone.  Parents/guardians will be given the student’s login name and password so they can supervise the student’s use of the Chromebook.
